· Students will still be able to register for repeatable courses above the limit, but those credits cannot be counted toward graduation credit requirements.
· Students who take the full-limit of Co-op classes (12) are restricting the number of Internship and Independent Study courses they will be able to take in bachelor’s programs (that will count toward graduation credit requirements of 120 credits; 40 upper-division, and 30 DSC upper-division institutional residency).
