The Tutoring Center is in the Browning Resource Center
(downstairs from Testing Center).

Why is Drop-In Tutoring useful?

Drop-In Tutoring allows students to work on assignments
independently while having the opportunity to have tutor
assistance when needed. Drop-In Tutoring also encour-
ages the formation of study groups because students

will often make contact with other students in the same
subject area. Finally, it allows students the flexibility to
come in at their convenience during posted hours instead
of keeping set appointments with a tutor.

When is Drop-In Tutoring offered?

Peer tutors are available Monday through Friday dur-

ing designated hours and some Saturdays. Students are
encouraged to drop by the Tutoring Center to pick up a
Drop-In Tutoring Schedule which lists specific times and
subjects. (Check the Drop-In Schedule regularly because
times and subjects offered may change during the course
of a semester.)

How do I sign up for Drop-In Tutoring?

The first time a student enters the Tutoring center he/she
will need to enter her/his Student Identification Number,
along with name, phone number and e-mail address.
Thereafter: Enter only Student Identification Number
and hit enter to log in and out.

How does Drop-In Tutoring work?

First, stop by the Tutoring Center and pick up a Drop-In
Tutoring Schedule This schedule will let you know when

What can | expect from Drop-In Tutoring?

When you come in for Drop-In Tutoring, you will sign in
on the computer and have a seat at one of the tables in
the Tutoring Center. When you need assistance simply
raise your hand. The tutors will circulate through the
Center, answering student questions as they arise. Please
be patient. Tutors address questions on a first come, first
served basis; but there is always time to address every-
one's questions.

What is Student Support Services?

Dixie State College’s Student Support Services (SSS) is a feder-
ally funded TRiO program which helps low income, first gen-
eration, and/or disabled students stay in college until they earn
their associate degree leading to a baccalaureate degree. SSS
promotes development by providing opportunities for students

to grow academically, personally, and socially. SSS advisors

build both personal and professional relationships with SSS par-
ticipants which are critical to the success of the SSS program.
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Here’s the Deal

Students who qualify for membership.in SSS‘have the
opportunity to services such as individualized academic
advisement, career and transfer advisement, and indi-
vidual tutoring - all at no cost to SSS members.

How Do | Qualify for SSS? To qualify for membership
in SSS, you must have completed less than 45 semester
credits and meet two of the three following require-
ments:

|. FIRST GENERATION: Neither of your parents received
a four-year college degree before you were |8 years old.
2. LOW INCOME: Your or your family’s) taxable in-
come meets SSS federal guidelines, or you are receiving
financial aid such as a Pell Grant.

3. DISABLED: You have a documented disability. (learn-
ing, psychological, or physical) that has been filed with
the DSC Disability Resource Center.

Once you have determined that you will qualify, you may
pick up an application for membership from any SSS staff
in the North Instructional Building. They will review
your application and notify you of your eligibility.

What is My Commitment? In return for SSS services,
it is required that all SSS members meet with an SSS
advisor at lease twice per semester. At these Semes-
ter Progress meetings, advisors will help you create an
educational plan, review your academic progress, update

your goals with you, and assist you in meeting your goals.

When Should | Apply? With limited space available, it
is important to fill out an application as soon as possible.
Due'to the high number of eligible students, the SSS
looks for a student’s motivation, and ability to prosper.

More About SSS Services

ACADEMIC ADVISEMENT:

You will receive personalized advisement regarding your
academic/career goals from SSS advisors who will as-
sist you in selecting and registering for classes. The SSS
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advisor ratio is 3/200. This means you will rarely wait or
have to set up an appointment to meet with an SSS advi-
sor. SSS advisors work one-on-one with each student.
They get to know you on a first-name basis and are per-
sonally committed towour academic progress.
MAJOR/CAREER ADVISEMENT:

If you haven't selected a major or a career yet, don’t
panic! SSS advisors will assist you in selecting a major
and'career path. Theyave information on 400+ majors
offeredwat Utah colleges and universities. They also have
the class core and pre-requisite requirements for these
majors.

TUTORING:

Upon request and availability, SSS can provide you with
quality tutoring (one-on-one or small group) in a variety
of subjects including math and science.

TRANSFER ADVISEMENT:

As you prepare to pursue a bachelor’s degree, SSS advi-
sors will. provide valuable information to expedite the
transfer process to-other institutions of higher educa-
tion or transition into one of DSC’s four-year bachelor’s
degrees. SSS produces the TRANSITIONS transfer guide
each year to inform you of the transfer process. SSS also
provides you with.campus tours of Utah and Las Vegas
institutions.

STUDY SKILLS COACHING:

SSS offers tips on note-taking, effective test reading/
marking techniques, defeating test/math anxiety, test-
taking strategies, memory skills, and time management.
FINANCIAL AID:

SSS offers an annual Participation Grant Award to quali-
fied participants. This awards is based upon receipt of

a PELL Grant, your unmet financial need, and active
participation in the SSS program.
